Report on the Financial Statements 
 
We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the Transportation Development Act (TDA) Article 
4.5 Funds (Funds) of Abrazar, Inc. (Abrazar) a non-profit corporation, and a subrecipient of the City of 
Westminster, California (City), which comprise the statement of financial position as of June 30, 2013, and the 
related statements of activities and cash flows for the year then ended, and the related notes to the financial 
statements. 
 
Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements 
 
Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in accordance 
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes the design, 
implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financial 
statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. 
 
Auditors’ Responsibility

The 
information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the financial statements and 
certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the underlying 
accounting and other records used to prepare the financial statements or to the financial statements themselves, 
and other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America.  In our opinion, the accompanying schedule of allocations is fairly stated, in all material respects, in 
relation to the financial statements as a whole.

JUNE 30, 2013 
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NOTE 1 – NATURE OF ACTIVITIES AND SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
The financial statements are intended to reflect the financial position and results of operations of Abrazar, Inc. 
(Abrazar) Transportation Development Act (TDA) Article 4.5 Funds (Funds) only.  Accordingly, the financial 
statements do not purport to, and do not, present fairly the financial position of Abrazar and changes in its net 
assets and cash flows thereof for the year then ended in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles 
in the United States of America. 
 
On May 26, 2011, Abrazar entered into a Cooperative Agreement (Agreement) with OCTA and the City of 
Westminster (City) to provide transportation services to eligible individuals in accordance with Section 99275 of 
the California Public Utilities Code (Code).  The Agreement extends through June 30, 2016.  The Agreement 
provided that all TDA Program monies be passed through the City to Abrazar.  According to the Code, TDA 
Program funds may only be expended for community transit services, including services for the disabled who 
cannot use conventional transit services.  In accordance with the Agreement, Abrazar was required to provide 
matching funds equal to 20% of the allocation amount.  Abrazar satisfied its required match for the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 2013. 
 
Nature of Activities 
 
Abrazar was incorporated on October 18, 1984 as a not-for-profit organization and is exempt from income taxes 
under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  Abrazar’s purpose is to provide services and sponsor 
activities designed to enhance the community and the lives of residents.  Abrazar provides information, referrals, 
transportation, translation, counseling, activities, income support, education, dental and numerous other services 
for its clientele. 
 
For information regarding Abrazar’s financial position and activities contact Abrazar’s management at 7101 
Wyoming Street, Westminster, California.  
 
Financial Statement Presentation and Basis of Accounting 
 
The TDA Funds financial statements are prepared using the accrual basis of accounting in accordance with 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. 
 
The TDA Funds are required to present a statement of cash flows.  Revenues and expenses are recorded when 
incurred in accordance with the accrual basis of accounting. 
 
The TDA Funds report information regarding its financial position and activities according to three classes of net 
assets: Unrestricted Net Assets, Temporarily Restricted Net Assets, and Permanently Restricted Net Assets.  
Unrestricted Net Assets are the net assets that are neither permanently restricted nor temporarily restricted by 
donor imposed stipulations.  Temporarily Restricted Net Assets are net assets that result from contributions and 
other inflows of assets whose use is limited by donor-imposed stipulations that either expire by passage of time or 
can be removed by actions of Abrazar pursuant to those stipulations.  Permanently Restricted Net Assets are net 
assets resulting from contributions and other inflows of assets whose use is limited by donor-imposed stipulations 
that neither expire by passage of time nor can be fulfilled or otherwise removed by the action of Abrazar.

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NOTE 1 – NATURE OF ACTIVITIES AND SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES, (Continued) 
 
Program Expenses 
 
The TDA Funds support the Senior Mobility Program which provides transportation to seniors within the local 
community.  The costs to support the program include support staff, vehicle maintenance, and administrative 
costs, which are all considered direct expenses by Abrazar.   
 
Income Taxes 
 
Abrazar is exempt from Federal income and California franchise taxes under Section 501(c) (3) of the Internal 
Revenue Code and corresponding California provisions.  Accordingly, no provision for income taxes has been 
recorded in the financial statements.   
 
Statement of Cash Flows 
 
The indirect method is used to report cash flows from operating activities.  Cash and cash equivalents include 
short term highly liquid cash balances with maturities of less than 90 days, not restricted by donors for specific 
purposes. 
 
Estimates 
 
The preparation of basic financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires 
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported amounts and disclosures.  
Accordingly, actual results could differ from those estimates. 
 
Cash and Investments 
 
Cash and investments are pooled to facilitate cash management and maximize investment opportunities and 
yields.  Investment income resulting from this pooling is allocated to the respective funds including the TDA 
Funds based upon the average cash balance.  The investment policies and any related risks, applicable to the TDA 
Funds, are those of Abrazar and are disclosed in Abrazar’s basic financial statements.  Abrazar’s basic financial 
statements can be obtained at Abrazar, Inc., Westminster, California. 
 
 
NOTE 2 – SUBSEQUENT EVENTS 
 
Subsequent events were evaluated by Abrazar’s management through December 13, 2013, which is the date the 
financial statements were available to be issued.  Management has determined that there were no subsequent 
events or transactions that would have a material impact on the current year financial statements.

Article 4.5 Funds (Funds) of Abrazar, Inc. (Abrazar), a non-profit corporation, and a subrecipient of the City of 
Westminster, California (City), which comprise the statement of financial position as of June 30, 2013, and the 
related statements of activities and cash flows for the year then ended, and the related notes to the financial 
statements, and have issued our report thereon dated December 13, 2013.  Our report included an emphasis of 
matter paragraph stating that the financial statements of the TDA Funds do not purport to, and do not, present 
fairly the financial position of Abrazar as of June 30, 2013.  
 
Internal Control Over Financial Reporting 
 
In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered Abrazar’s internal control over 
financial reporting (internal control) to determine the audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances 
for the purpose of expressing our opinion on the financial statements, but not for the purpose of expressing an 
opinion on the effectiveness of Abrazar’s internal control.  Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the 
effectiveness of Abrazar’s internal control. 
 
A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management or 
employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct, 
misstatements on a timely basis.  A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal 
control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the entity’s financial statements 
will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis.  A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a 
combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe than a material weakness, yet important enough 
to merit attention by those charged with governance. 
 
Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this section 
and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material weaknesses or 
significant deficiencies.  Given these limitations, during our audit we did not identify any deficiencies in internal 
control that we consider to be material weaknesses.  However, material weaknesses may exist that have not been 
identified.

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether Abrazar’s financial statements of the TDA Funds are 
free from material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, 
contracts, and grant agreements, including Section 6667 of Part 21 of the California Code of Regulations and the 
allocation instructions of the Orange County Transportation Authority, noncompliance with which could have a 
direct and material effect on the determination of financial statement amounts.  However, providing an opinion on 
compliance with those provisions was not an objective of our audit, and accordingly, we do not express such an 
opinion.  The results of our tests disclosed no instances of noncompliance or other matters that are required to be 
reported under Government Auditing Standards, including the requirements of Section 6667 of part 21 of the 
California Code of Regulations and the allocation instructions of the Orange County Transportation Authority.

The purpose of this report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control and compliance and the 
results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s internal control or on 
compliance.
